In the distance up the coastline, the silhouette of downtown
Miami lights up the skyline.

The two towers of the Grove oscillate to take in the full breadth of these views. The
towers take off from the grouna with direct views to the marina, and as the build-
INgs rise, they turn to a broader panorama that captures both the downtown skyline
and the sailboat marina. This twisting motion creates a new landmark in the heart
